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1. [image: image3.wmf]Scavenger Hunt- Staple several pieces of paper together to make a book.  On each page, draw a different shape and write the name below the picture.  Have your child take the book with her throughout the house and find household objects that are the same shapes as the pictures in the book.  When she finds an item that matches the particular shape, she can draw or write the name of the item on the same page.

2. Shapely Animals- Trace and cut out a variety of shapes using a plastic template.  Cut the shapes from assorted colors of construction paper in several different sizes.  Create an animal or another picture using only the cutout shapes.  Glue the designs on another piece of paper and have your child write how many of each shape are included in his picture.

3. String Things- Cut a long piece of yarn or string.  As you discuss each shape, have your child form the shape using the string.  Point out how many sides and points are a part of each shape.

4. Neighborhood Shape Book- You need a sunny day and a camera loaded with film for this hands-on activity.  Walk around your neighborhood and look for architectural elements that are in various shapes.  Allow your child to take a picture of each element that he sees.  After the pictures have been developed, put the pictures together in a Neighborhood Shape Book and label the shapes in each photo.

5. Solid Shapes- Reinforce solid shapes with an appetizing array of goodies.  When your child is learning about cubes, cylinders, cones and spheres, give her a bag of goodies and ask her to identify the shape of each selection.  Here are some suggestions:  Cheese cubes or caramel candies = cube

Marshmallows = cylinder

Malted Milk Balls = spheres

Bugles or Candy Kisses = cones

6. Grocery Store Hunt- Staple several pieces of paper together to make a book.  Have your child write the name of a solid shape on each page and draw a picture underneath.  As you walk through the grocery store, help your child identify items on the shelf that are the same shape as those listed in the book.  He can then write or draw a picture of each item on the same page in the book.

7. Symmetry Sketches- Walk through the house and find things that are symmetrical, exactly the same on both sides.  Have your child draw each object on a piece of paper and draw a line of symmetry through each picture.

8. Symmetry Designs- Fold a piece of paper in half.  On one side, draw a quick sketch.  Ask your child to draw the other side the same way to make the drawing symmetrical.   You may want to start with something easy before moving on to more difficult drawings.

9. Investigating Angles- Discuss the three different types of angles with your child.  Right Angles – 90 degrees, Obtuse Angles- larger than a right angle; and Acute Angles- smaller than a right angle.  Look through a catalog or magazine and help your child cut out pictures that contain an angle.  Glue each picture onto another piece of paper and label each angle.

10. Body Angles- Create task cards on multicolored 3”x5” index cards.  Choose three different colors of cards to use.  On one set program four cards with the word acute, four with obtuse and four with right.  These are the angle cards.  On another set write the word left on six cards and right on six cards.  These are the directional cards.  On the last set write the word arm on four cards, leg on four cards, and fingers on four cards.  These are the body cards.  To play, each player chooses one card from each stack, three total cards.  The player then must create the appropriate angle using the specified body part.
