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1. Noun Hunt- Look through magazines or catalogs for pictures of nouns.  Cut them out and paste them on another piece of paper.  Have your child write the name of each noun under the picture.

2. Complimentary Adjectives- Make a family photo book to review adjectives.  Allow your child to take recent photos of each family member.  After getting them developed, glue each picture to a piece of construction paper.  Have your child write adjectives describing each family member on the paper around the picture.  Make a title page and assemble them together as a book.

3. Parts of Speech Challenge- To play this game, you need to program a set of index cards with parts of speech (noun, adjective, verb, adverb, article, pronoun, etc.).  Make at least five cards with each part of speech.  Get a numbered cube, shuffle the cards and you’re ready to play!  The first player rolls the cube and chooses a card.  He then must give as many examples of that part of speech as the number on the cube.  If he does, he gets that many points.  If he is unable to give the required amount of words, his partner gets a turn.
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4. Advertisement Break Down- Have your child find an advertisement in a magazine.  Look at the words in the ad and highlight all the adjectives that you find.

5. Sentence Builders- Purchase a package of colored index cards.  Choose a different color to represent each part of speech.  You’ll need to have four different colors for adjectives, nouns, verbs and adverbs.  Write down an example of each part of speech on 10 cards of each color.  An example of your set of nouns could be monkey, man, astronaut, girl, mother, brother, butcher, book, house and horse.  Place each stack of cards face down on a table.  Have your child draw one card from each pile, identify the part of speech and create a sentence using all of the words.

6. Categorizing Nouns- Have your child look through a magazine for pictures of nouns.  Fold a large piece of construction paper in thirds. Write the labels Person, Place and Thing at the top of each section.  Help your child glue each picture she cut out in the appropriate category.

7. Daily Verbs- Make a booklet from notebook paper and label each page a different day of the week.  Each day, help your child think of as many action words as you can that describe what he did that day and write them down.

8. Descriptive Menu- Each night after dinner, have your child tell you at least two adjectives that describe each thing she ate.  Reward her efforts with dessert!


9. Wacky Web Tales- Log onto Houghton Mifflin’s Wacky Web Tales (http://www.eduplace.com/tales/).  Click on the name of the story that you wish to complete and help your child complete this mad-lib type activity.  Print out your stories and read them together.

10. It’s All in the Bag- Put an item in a brown paper bag.  Allow your child to feel it through the bag and use descriptive phrases and adjectives to describe that she sees and feels.  Allow her to reach in the bag and feel if she is having difficulty identifying the object.
