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1. Pattern Necklace- Purchase brightly colored beads and cording at a craft supply store.  Help your child make a necklace or bracelet with the beads, following some kind of pattern.

2. Extending Patterns- Get several boxes of assorted pasta shapes from the cupboard and a piece of construction paper.  Start a pattern on the paper with pasta shapes and allow your child to complete the pattern.

3. Pattern Cards- Program 12 index cards with the letters A, B, and C.  Shuffle the cards and put them in a pile.  Have your child draw five cards and create a pattern following the cards that he drew.  You can use pasta, beans, buttons or other small items to create the pattern.  Ex:


  

4. Pattern Card- Have your child make a card for someone special and on the front card create a border with a pattern.  Stamping Markers are excellent for making repeated patterns.

5. Body Sound Patterns- Start a pattern for your child using snapping, clapping, stomping and more.  Have them repeat and finish the pattern.  Allow him to make some for you to finish as well.

6. Colorful Caterpillars- Purchase colored circle stickers.  On a piece of paper, draw the caterpillar’s head and then ask your child put stickers together in a pattern to create a colorful body.

7. Money Patterns- While waiting in line at the grocery store, bank, etc., give your child a handful of coins and ask him to create a pattern. 

8. Pattern Frames- Give your child a photograph of himself.  Mount it to a larger piece of poster board.  Then have her glue colored poker chips or round plastic chips to create a pattern around the outside of the picture.  

9. Pattern Prance- Create large shapes from construction paper.  Tape them in a pattern on the floor and assign each a motion.  For example, the red square = hopping, the blue rectangle = clapping, etc.  Then have students walk the pattern and do the appropriate motion on each shape.  

10. Macaroni Bracelets- Dye various shapes of pasta using alcohol and food coloring in a zipper bag.  Spread them on a newspaper to dry.  Then have your child create a pattern using the pasta and string a piece of yarn through the center of the pasta.  Tie it around his wrist to create a pattern bracelet!
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
