1. Paper Bag Books- Make a book by stapling five brown paper lunch bags together at the fold.  The other side should be left open so you can stick index cards inside the paper bag.  On the front of the first bag, write the title of a book that your child read.  On the following bags, have your child write the following topics: Characters, Setting, Events, Solution.  Have your child write facts from the story on index cards and insert them in the correct bag.

2. Stick Puppets- Make stick puppets out of poster board and Popsicle sticks. Have your child make puppets to go along with a favorite fairy tale and use them to retell the story.

3. Paper Bag Reports- Get a large paper bag and write the title of a book that your child read on the outside.  Have your child decorate the outside with illustrations from the story.  Inside, have her collect items that are representative of the events in the story.  Allow her to share her reasons for choosing different objects.

4. Accordion Fold Books- Accordion-fold a piece of construction paper into six parts.  On the first section, have your child write the title and author of a story that she has read.  On each remaining section, have her write the events from the story.  She can write on the back if needed.

5. Newspaper Match-up- Take several articles out of the newspaper and cut the headlines apart from the body of the story.  Have your child read the article and match the headline with the story.

6. Picture Book Retell- Have young children retell a familiar story by looking at the pictures of a book. 

7. Flip Book- Fold a piece of paper in half lengthwise and divide one half into four equal sections with a pencil.  Cut each line up to the fold.  Fold the book back up and label the top of each flap Characters, Setting, Events, and Solution.  Have your child open the flap and write the appropriate information from the story underneath each flap.  Have them draw an illustration if there is room.

8. Mystery Stories- Log onto The Case.com (http://www.mirriamwebster.com/cgi-bin/mwwod.pl) and read mystery stories with your child.  You can enter answers to the questions on the web site and check back in another week to see if your answers were correct!

9. Reading Worksheets- Visit Free Worksheets.com Reading (http://www.freeworksheets.com/sub_cat1Reading.asp?cat=Reading) and print out worksheets that reinforce comprehension skills.

10. Reports on the Web- Go to Education Place’s Reading Challenge (http://www.eduplace.com/kids/rdg/chall.html) and print the list of books appropriate for your child’s level.  Check out a book from the local or public library and read it together.  Help your child write a book report and use the on-line submission form to publish it on the site.
